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SLAB ON GRADE GARAGE TYPICALLY DOES NOT REQUIRE A FOOTING DRAIN. IF DURING CONSTRUCTION THE CONTRACTOR FEELS ONE IS WARRANTED IT WILL BE CONNECTED TO THE FOOTING DRAIN FROM THE HOUSE.
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
